GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATIONS
As you may be aware these regulations came into effect on 25 May 2018. You may not be aware however, that they also affect the OGA and how we handle and manage your personal information as described below. 

Our GDPR policy is as follows:-

1. The personal information to be held for you is your name, postal address, telephone number, BGS years and house plus, in most cases, your email address.

2. Your information will be held on our data base by me, as OGA Honorary Secretary and by Mick Bland as Joint Membership Secretary with me.  The data base is password protected.  

3. We will hold your information purely for keeping you in touch with OGA events and news and not for marketing or any other purpose whatsoever.

4. We will hold your information purely for the administrative purposes of the OGA and will not pass it on to any person. 

5. We will retain your personal information for as long only as the OGA exists or until you request us in writing that we remove it.

6. Our method of emailing you will generally be by blind copy to guard against hacking.

7. To continue to send OGs by post or email, news of association events and  annually, The Old Grammarian Magazine, the regulations require you to opt-in to receive them.

Please note that it is a legal requirement that we seek your consent to continue to communicate with you as described above.
